’ only those who are literature and poetry experts. Through his experience teaching
both L1 and L2 writers, Dr. Hanauer has developed a way for anyone to experience
poetry writing regardless of their experience with the genre. English teachers will be able to adopt this
method into their classes and researchers can incorporate it into empirical studies exploring L2 learners’
experiences.

Drawing from arts-based qualitative research methods, Dr. Hanauer has used poetry in his own
research to better understand the experience of second language writers and students’ study abroad
experiences. He will share his approach to this cutting edge method by which deep understandings of
L2 writers’ experiences can be explored by students themselves so teachers and researchers can better
appreciate their development.
